I am directed to request DD(IT)/DUSIB to upload the following clarifications/information  with regard to discussion on pre-bid meeting held on 30.4.2013 on the official web site of DUSIB by today itself as last date of submission of proposal by Banks is 10.5.2013.

This is regarding advertisement in the leading newspaper on 19.4.2013 in respect of inviting bids from the scheduled banks for RFP (Request for proposal) for distribution & collection of application forms for grant of freehold/ownership rights to the residents of 45 Resettlement Colonies.  
As per directions of the higher authorities, a draft of RFP was uploaded on the official web site of DUSIB i.e., delhishelter.nic.in for ready reference of the Banks. In response to the advertisement, a pre-bid meeting was held in Conference Hall at Punarwas Bhawan on 30.4.2013 at 3.00 P.M..    The Representatives only from two banks, namely,  ICICI Bank and Axis Bank have participated in aforesaid pre-bid Meeting.  
     It was discussed with  Member (Admn.) & CEO(DUSIB) during meeting,  whether a second pre-bid  meeting is to be fixed or not.  The Ld. CEO desired that there is no need to re-conduct the pre-bid meeting as the other participating banks may have no query to clarify. During the course of discussion, the representatives of ICICI & Axis Bank raised the following queries which are re-produced here :

1. The representatives raised the question whether the distribution of Brochures to the Authorised banks will be done by DUSIB or they would be allowed to directly collect from the Printing Press.

2.  It is also not known to the banks that how many residential plots  are existing in each JJR colony and the same information has not  been uploaded on the official web site of DUSIB.

3    They raised the query that what method will be adopted to 
       keep/retain the money with banks  so collected from the  

       allottees/occupants of  JJR Colonies at the designated 
       Branches/counters?
4  The banks are also supposed to deposit the service tax on the 
             charges for providing services for distribution and collection of 
             Application forms. They want to know whether the cost of 
             brochures   will include the service tax or not?
5.  What will be the mechanism to hand over the filled up application   forms so collected at the designated  branches/counters?
6.  Whether banks are supposed to hand over the application at the   designated counters or at the Zonal offices of JJR?
7. Who will develop the MIS (Management Information System) for proper maintenance of data and collected money?
          During the meeting, the undersigned as well as the Dir.(JJR) clarified the objections up to certain extent, however, it needs directions from the higher authorities.  The Ld CEO convened a meeting on 1.5.2013 to discuss about the progress of pre-bid meeting in which Member (Admn.), Director (JJR) and the DD(JJR) were present.  During the discussion, it has been decided by the higher authorities, to put replies of all these queries on official web site of DUSIB.  The decision on each and every query raised by the representative of participating bankers are as follow :
1.  It was clarified that printed brochure will be collected by scheduled Banks directly from the authorised printers for their all branches/counters after proper acknowledgement.  It is also decided that one nodal officer will be appointed at the authorised printing press for timely delivery of brochures to the authorised banks and also to  maintain proper accounts of the Sl. No. of Brochures distributed among banks. 
2. Regarding Point No.2, CEO, DUSIB has directed that a list containing information about total no. of residential plots in each JJ colony immediately be uploaded on the official web site for the ready reference of banks. 

3. Ld. CEO has decided that the money so collected by the authorised banks will be kept in the shape of Fixed Deposit.  The amount collected every week by closing hour of Friday will be retained/converted as FDRs on the prevailing rate of interest for 91 days.  

4. It is  decided that service tax will have to be paid by authorised banks  as applicable.  The service charges so quoted by banks in bid document will be  inclusive of all taxes, if any.  

5. It is also decided that authorised banks will hand over all the collected and completed application forms at the Zonal offices as early as possible but not later than 15 days from the receiving of application forms. 
6. MIS (Management Information System)  will be prepared by IT Section of DUSIB for JJR Branch and will be provided to the authorised banks for maintaining and updating datas and money/fee/conversion charges etc.

Apart from the above decisions, the following issues  have also been discussed and decided in meeting held on 1.5.2013 in the chamber of Ld. CEO :

1.  The issue of building by-laws applicable in residential plots of JJR Colonies has also been discussed.  After lengthy discussion, it is decided by the Ld. CEO that any proposed changes in the Brochure in respect of building by-laws to be discussed with Sh. Jeet Ram Architect, DUSIB.  During the meeting, the participating  officers also explained  as per their knowledge  that MCD building by-laws are not applicable in JJR Colonies.  

2. Director (JJR) requested the CEO to finalize the printing & designing of the brochure. After deliberations, it has been decided that for printing brochures, quotations are to be called from printers after completing codal formalities.  It is also agreed that designing of the brochure may be in such a manner that it may also be used by the beneficiaries in the shape of a file in which they can attach all their documents so that it will be easy for the officials of the JJR Branch for processing their cases as well as proper management of the records/documents.  The thickness of cover paper as well as quality of the application forms and annexures should be of high standard.  Further the pages containing information, terms & conditions in respect of freehold scheme should be of normal quality paper which may easily be detached from the brochure and cover page of the brochure along with application form etc. can be used as a file folder  to submit at the counter.  
           The fair Brochure after approved slight modification is placed alongside in file for kind perusal and kind approval please.
